kurimanzutto and OPA are pleased to present Monika Sosnowska’s first solo show in Mexico, that will take place from October 7th to December 16th, 2005 at OPA, Guadalajara, Mexico.
The work of Monika Sosnowska deals primarily with space. Strange proportions, surprising scale distortions or even labyrinth puzzles, are common in her sculptural language. Recently, she transformed the Freud Museum shop in Vienna, into a geometric perceptual territory, where perspective and gravity laws tricked the spectator.

For this occasion, Sosnowska appropriated the 23rd floor of an office building, OPA’S headquarters. The design of the space refers to the typical social building which is also a recognizable type of low budget architecture.

More than just a narrative piece, the installation at OPA triggers the spectator’s certain mental territories, who will find himself inside a space that might be understood as an “architectural mistake”?. The space, once transformed, moves away from pragmatism, where the only possible function resides in the pure pleasure of perceiving abstraction, perceiving the space in time, collecting sequences in the memory and just at the end, being able to create a total work in the realm of imagination.
Monika Sosnowska (Ryki, Poland, 1972) lives and works in Warsaw. Among her recent solo shows, there are Monika Sosnowska, Serpentine Gallery, London (2004); De Apple Gallery, Amsterdam (2004); The Modern Institute, Glasgow, (2004) and Little Alice at Laboratorium Gallery, Center for Contemporary Art, Warsaw (2001). She has exhibited in several group shows such as Luna Park, Fantastic Art. Sculptures in the Park, Villa Manin Centro D’Arte Contemporanea Codroipo (Udine) Italy (2005); Cordially invited, Basis Voor Actuele Kunst, Utrecht, The Netherlands (2004); Elephant Juice (Sexo entre amigos), kurimanzutto @ Los Manantiales, Xochimilco, (2003); The 50th Venice Biennale (2003); and Manifesta 4, Frankfurt (2002). In 2006, the artist will present solo shows at MUSAC Museum, León, Spain and at Kiasma Museum, Helsinki, Finland.
